    The light motor vehicle tax (tax rate by type) is imposed on those who own a motorcycle or 
light  vehicle on April 1 of each year.
If you have not done any procedures, such as changing or disposal registration of your vehicle,
 you will be taxed for the entire year.  So please take such procedures as soon as possible. 
If a person who owns a motorcycle or a light vehicle is moving out of town, the perspn is required 
to go through the change procedure at the new address. 
In addition, a owner change procedure of the vehicle is required when the owner changes, such as 
when the vehicle is traded in or given to someone else, and a complete the scrapping procedure is 
required when the vehicle is disposed of for dismantling or other reasons.
