 Starting April, 2026, Traffic Violation Notice System (blue ticket) will be introduced for bicycle traffic violations.
■ Traffic Violation Notice System
   The Traffic Violation Notice System, "Blue Ticket System", is a system whereby bicycle riders who commit certain traffic violations 
  are issued a "Blue Ticket" by police officers. By paying the fine, the case does not proceed to criminal proceedings. 
  For serious offenses such as drunk riding or riding under the influence, or for causing an accident through traffic violations, 
  "Red ticket" will be issued and criminal procedures will apply.
■ Changes in Handling Proacedures                                                        
   The basic approach to bicycle guidance and enforcement              
  remains unchanged.

    Applicable to individuals aged 16 and older.  If a person under 16 commits a traffic violation subject to a blue ticket, 
    guidance and warning will be given as a general rule.
■For Safe Bicycle Use：

・Bicycles must generally ride on the left side of the roadway (sidewalks are for pedestrians).
